By November of 2010, of
the 862 customers who purchased a vehicle in the first six months of 2010, 35.6% have returned
for service at least one time and 31.7% have returned two or more times. That's a total return
67.3% - more than double what it previously was,” said Fred Timbrook, Jr., dealer principal of
Timbrook Auto Group. “In addition to emailing customers a service reminder, Resource provides
us with a user-friendly reporting tool that allows us to see how many coupons each customer
has used and also which ones are due for service.”

“DriverPlus is a core element in our strategy of utilizing technology to push profit per vehicle,
drawing on every profit center in the dealership. First, it provides a competitive differentiator
within the sales process. Second, it brings customers back for service, producing additional gross
profit and enhancing customer loyalty. Finally, it increases the chance to make each buyer a
customer for life, adding value to the relationship and leveraging the dealership’s marketing
activities,” said Mike Frosch, President North America, The Warranty Group.
